Apertura Basman (también [lamada Clemenz, Mead o Klerk). ‘Este movimiento parece tener
solamente defectos, tales como:

-No ocupa ni domina el centro.

-No favorece al claro desarrollo de piezas. La tinica nueva movida que permite es Th1-h2, la cual no
puede considerarse de 'desarrollo” ya que en la jerga ajedrecista el "desarrollo” debe entenderse no solo
como el mero movimiento de las piezas sino como la ubicacion de ellas contribuyendo a un plan
trazado, por ejemplo, hay diversas variantes de varias aperturas en donde una o mds piezas SIN
MOVERSE ya estdn desarrolladas, puesto que desde su posicion inicial contribuyen al plan trazado.
Tal es el caso del Acl en algunas variantes de la Apertura Espariola (que ya apunta al flanco rey,
apoyando el eventual ataque blanco en tal sector), lo mismo ocurre con el Ac8 en la Defensa India
Rey, también la Ta8 en esta misma Defensa suele considerarse 'desarrollada’ en las variantes donde
las blancas atacan por el flanco dama, lo cual abrird el juego en dicho sector y dard razon de ser a
dicha T. Incluso puede citarse el comentario de Bronstein: "Para las computadoras es dificil entender
como una pieza que ya se ha movido consiga estar mejor desarrollada volviendo a su casilla de
origen’. ‘Todo esto nos lleva a concluir que una pieza se considera 'desarrollada’ si estd o se mueve a

una casilla donde contribuya a nuestros planes.

-Ni siquiera prepara un rdpido enroque.

Entonces... nos surge la duda como un jugador de la categoria de Basman puede realizar un
movimiento asi...

Pues bien, si analizamos con mayor profundidad y nos proyectamos hacia fases posteriores de la lucha

podremos descubrir unas interesantes ideas:

-Las blancas pueden estar preparando un ataque al flanco rey, para lo cual esta movida es util al
preparar el eventual avance Pg2-g4 y quizds Pg4-g5.

-Puesto que dicho avance abriria lineas en el flanco rey, se podria dejar al R blanco en el o bien
enrocar hacia el flanco dama, segiin sean las necesidades (observando hacia donde se desarrollard la
contraofensiva negra).
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-Si las negras aprovechan que las blancas aparentemente estdn 'abandonando’ la lucha central y
avanzan sus ‘Ps centrales apoyados con piezas, se podria desarrollar una estrategia de "bloqueo
central’ para frenar en la cuarta fila [a ofensiva negra con maniobras tales como Pd3 y Pe4 apoyadas
apropiadamente.

-Si las negras intentan bloquear el avance Pg2-g4 con Ph7-h5 o Pf7-f5 ‘compensardn’ el tiempo
'perdido’ por la movida 1.h3, ya que también habran movido un P. Es cierto que esto daria cierta
ventaja de espacio a las negras en el flanco rey, pero no menos cierto es que dejaria sensible la casilla
g5 (la cual podria dar temas de ocupacion en un puesto avanzado a alguna pieza blanca) y que crearia
un clima de tension donde las blancas estan dirigiendo sus planes de ataque, puesto que estaria
latente [a [ucha por permitir/evitar el avance Pg2-g4.

Todo esto nos lleva a pensar que la Apertura Basman, si bien es complicada, también conlleva mucha
ambicion de generar un juego turbio con la idea de ganar en las complicaciones que pueden surgir.
Dejemos que la partida, junto con varias otras partidas que se muestran dentro de ella nos den una
idea mds precisa, las cuales iremos refinando con las miltiples variantes que analizaremos de la
partida principal. Y quien mejor para ilustrar las ideas de la Apertura Basman que el propio
‘Basman frente a otro coloso como Gurevich!
